 Tryout Participation Regulations
-Maximum 40 participants on the ice at one time at the MSC. At Sherwood and Mold Master the maximum number is 30 participants on the ice.

- All participants must come dressed except for skates and helmets (no hockey bags other than for goalies)

-All participants will not be permitted inside until 20 minutes prior to their tryout commencing.

-All participants are expected to vacate the facility within 10 minutes of leaving the ice.

-All participants are expected to leave the arena fully dressed other than their skates and helmets.

-Two spectators will be permitted in the facility per tryout participant and they must proceed immediately to the spectator seating areas. No viewing from the lobby.

-If the younger age group participants need skates tied, parents are permitted to do so but must immediately move to the seating spectator areas once finished.

-3 dressing rooms and 1 change area outside the dressing rooms will be supplied for each tryout at the MSC. At Sherwood 2 dressing rooms and 1 change area outside the room will be allocated to each tryout. There will be 10 maximum in each room or changing area. 

-There are no off-ice warmups permitted anywhere in the facility

- Please register players participating in the evaluation skates online. Only participants registered will be allowed to tryout. 

-All participants must be register at the registration desk to be allowed in the arena.

-All other facility protocols remain in place including masks and physical distancing.
